Union Cabinet has approved 41 thousand 534 crore rupees
nutrient-based subsidy for Phosphatic and Potassic fertilizers for
Kharif season 2026. Briefing media in New Delhi after the Cabinet
meeting, Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini



Vaishnaw said that the decison will ensure availability of

fertilizers to farmers at subsidized, affordable and reasonable

prices. He said, the subsidy is more than four thousand 317 crore

rupees as compared to the subsidy given in the last Kharif season.

In view of the recent trends in the international prices of
fertilizers, government has approved the nutrient-based subsidy
rates for Kharif 2026 effective from 1st April to 30th September
this year on Phosphatic and Potassic fertilisers.

The government has also given its nod to 41 kilometers long Jaipur
Metro Phase-2 from Prahladpura to Todi Mod. Mr. Vaishnaw said, this will
comprise 36 stations and over 13 thousand crore rupees will be spent on
this project. The project will be implemented by Rajasthan Metro Rail
Corporation Limited, a 50:50 joint venture of the Government of India and
the Government of Rajasthan. The Phase-2 corridor will provide seamless
connectivity to major activity nodes such as Sitapura Industrial Area, VKIA,
Jaipur Airport, Tonk Road, SMS Hospital and Stadium, Ambabari and
Vidhyadhar Nagar. It includes underground stations at the airport area.

The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs has also
approved the revision of HPCL Rajasthan Refinery Limited project
(HRRL) cost from 43 thousand 129 crore rupees to 79 thousand
459 crore rupees. Mr Vaishanw said, HRRL is an important project
considering the growing energy needs and the petrochemical
requirements of the Country. The project will lead to energy
independence and reduce import dependence of petrochemical
sector.

The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs also approved
investment of over 26 thousand crore rupees for construction of
Kamala Hydro Electric Project in Arunachal Pradesh. The
estimated completion period for the project is 96 months. The
power generated from the Project will strengthen power supply
position in the state of Arunachal Pradesh, support in peak
demand management, contribute to national grid balancing.
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
