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FISH PRODUCTION

Country's fish production has doubled in the last ten year to over 197
lakh tonnes in 2024-25 from over 95 lakh tonnes in 2013-14. This places
India as the second largest producer of marine products in the world.
According to the government the fisheries-related schemes implemented
since 2014-15 have generated over 74 lakh direct and indirect employment
opportunities. Seafood exports also expanded significantly to over 62
thousand crore rupees in the last financial year. Frozen shrimp remains the
dominant export commodity, with the US and China serving as key
markets, highlighting the sector's expanding scale and growing global
competitiveness.

India now accounts for around eight per cent of global fish output,
and with the Union Budget 2026-27 earmarking the highest-ever total
annual support of two thousand 761 crore rupees for the sector, the
country’s fish production is poised to accelerate.



Pradhan Mantri Matsya Sampada Yojana launched in 2020, continues
to be the central pillar of fisheries development. The comprehensive
scheme focuses on production enhancement, infrastructure, and value
chain development. The Kisan Credit Card for fisheries has also improved
access to institutional credit, with benefits under the scheme reaching to
four lakh 39 thousand fishermen. Insurance coverage has been extended
to 3.3 million beneficiaries, and livelihood support has benefited about 7.44
lakh fishermen families.

Israel has said that it attacked the South Pars petrochemical plant at
Asaluyeh, Iran. Israel's defence minister, Israel Katz, made the
announcement after Iran said the facility had been attacked. Katz said
Israel had carried out a powerful strike on the largest petrochemical facility
in Iran, responsible for about 50 per cent of the country's petrochemical
production.
