GOVT - LPG

Government has said that the supply of petrol, diesel, LPG and PNG
remains normal across the country. Addressing the Inter-Ministerial Briefing
on recent developments in West Asia in New Delhi today, Joint Secretary for
the Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas, Sujata Sharma said that no
dry-outs have been reported at any LPG distributorships. She highlighted that
all petrol pumps are operating normally with adequate availability of petrol
and diesel, and no shortages have been reported. Ms Sharma said that the
delivery of LPG cylinders is also continuing smoothly and online LPG bookings
have increased to about 96 per cent. She said, total commercial LPG
allocation has been increased to about 70 per cent of pre-crisis levels. She
highlighted that to boost the sale of five kg cylinders, the government has
issued a new order to double their sales. In February, the average daily sale
of five kg cylinders stood at around 77 thousand cylinders, which has
increased to around one lakh cylinders in a day now. She added that since 23
March, about seven lakh 80 thousand 5-kg Free Trade LPG cylinders have
been sold.

Additional Secretary, Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways,
Mukesh Mangal said that all Indian seafarers in the West Asia region are safe
and no incident involving Indian-flagged vessels has been reported in the
past 24 hours. He said, at present, 16 Indian-flagged vessels with 433 Indian
seafarers remain in the western Persian Gulf region. Mr Mangal said, the
Directorate General of Shipping continues close monitoring in coordination
with ship owners, RPSL agencies and Indian Missions.

ASSAM-SILENCE PERIOD

In Assam, the Silence Period for the Legislative Assembly elections
came into effect from 5 PM today, marking the end of campaigning across the
state. The restriction is imposed 48 hours prior to the close of polling.

During this period, all forms of electioneering, including public
meetings, rallies, processions, and canvassing through electronic and social
media, are strictly prohibited. The Election Commission of India has also
restricted the telecast or broadcast of any opinion polls, exit polls, or similar
survey results during the notified period. Polling for all 126 Assembly
constituencies will be held on April 9 in a single phase. A total of 722
candidates are in the fray, including 663 men and 59 women. Authorities
have tightened security and administrative measures to ensure free, fair, and
peaceful polling across the state.

MoFPI-PLI SCHEME



The Production Linked Incentive Scheme for the Food Processing
Industry (PLISFPI) has shown encouraging results, with cumulative
investment exceeding nine thousand crore rupees against a committed
investment of around seven thousand crore rupees. The Ministry of Food
Processing Industries (MoFPI) said that this investment indicates that
companies have surpassed their initial investment commitments. Addressing
a press conference in New Delhi today, the Joint Secretary of MoFPI, D
Praveen said that the scheme has also contributed to the growth in sales and
exports of Production Linked Incentive (PLI)-supported products. He
mentioned that the sales of PLI products have increased by 10.58 percent
and export sales of PLI products have increased by 7.41 percent.

Mr Praveen informed that around 34 lakh metric tonnes per annum of
processing and preservation capacity has been added under the scheme. He
said the scheme has also generated employment of more than 3 lakh
persons, including both direct and indirect employment. The joint secretary
added that the sale of Millet-Based Products has also been increased from
around 345 crore rupees in 2022-23 to around one thousand eight hundred
forty five crores rupees in 2024-25 .

Implemented in 2021-22, PLI scheme for Food Processing Industry has
supported branding and marketing of Indian food products enabling Indian
brands to expand their presence in international markets. It has also helped
in development of the food processing sector by promoting investment,
increasing production capacity, boosting exports, supporting Indian brands,
generating employment, and strengthening the overall food processing
ecosystem in the country.
