In IPL Cricket, Rajasthan Royals defeated Gujarat Titans by 6 runs in
a last over thriller at the Narendra Modi Stadium in Ahmedabad last night.
Chasing a huge target of 211 runs set by Rajasthan Royals, the hosts
Gujarat Titans fell 6-run short and faced second consecutive defeat in the
league. Opting to bat first, Rajasthan Royals scored 210 for 6 in stipulated
20 overs, with Dhruv Jurel scoring highest 75 runs, while opening batter
Yashasvi Jaiswal made 55 runs. Vaibhav Suryavanshi also made 31 runs.
For Gujarat, Kagiso Rabada bagged 2 wickets. In reply, Gujarat scored 204
for 8 as Sai Sudharsan's fabulous knock of 73 runs went in vain.
