REV. TRUMP - IRAN CEASEFIRE

US President Donald Trump says, he has agrees to a proposed
two-week ceasefire between the US and Iran if shipping traffic is allowed to
move through the Strait of Hormuz. In a social media post, Trump said that
both sides should agree to a “two-sided ceasefire,” claiming the US has
already achieved its military goals and that the conflict may be close to being
resolved. Earlier, Trump warned Iran that he could target important
infrastructure like power plants and bridges if Tehran did not agree to his
demands, which include reopening the Strait of Hormuz. He had set a
deadline for this decision for 5:30 AM Indian Standard Time today.

On the other side, Iranian Foreign Minister Abbas Araghchi also
announced that Iran will agree to a ceasefire if attacks against Iran are
halted. In a statement, he announced that for a period of two weeks, safe
passage through the Strait of Hormuz will be possible. He said, this will take
place via co-ordination with Iran's Armed Forces and with due consideration
of technical limitations. Meanwhile, Iran's Supreme National Security Council
claimed historic victory asserting the US accepted Tehran's 10-point plan.

Last night, Trump had issued a stark warning on a social media post
that an entire civilization could be wiped out, never to return.

Global oil prices have fallen sharply and stock markets have jumped
after US and Iran agreed a conditional two-week ceasefire deal. The price of
benchmark Brent crude dropped below 100 US Dollar fell by about 15.9
percent to 92.30 US Dollar a barrel, while US-traded oil was almost 16.5
percent lower at 93.80 US Dollar.

According to media reports, US officials administration is now preparing
for direct talks with Iran. The US delegation will likely be led by Vice President
JD Vance. The objective is to finalise a framework for a long-term agreement.
White House Press Secretary Karoline Leavitt acknowledged that discussions
for face-to-face talks are underway. She clarified that the final announcement
will come from the President or the White House.
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In view of the rapidly evolving situation in Iran, Ministry of External
Affairs has advised Indian nationals who are currently in Iran to stay put
where they are, shelter in place and avoid further movements. In the
advisory the Ministry said that any movement within Iran and to the border
crossings of Iran may be considered only in close coordination with the Indian
Embassy in Tehran and after obtaining explicit guidance of the Embassy.
Meanwhile, Indian Embassy in Iran advised Indian nationals who are still in
Iran must stay where they are for the next 48 hours. It has urged the citizens
to avoid all electric, military installations and upper floors of multi-storey
buildings, remaining indoors, and coordinating any highway movement
strictly with the Embassy. It added that those who are in Embassy-hired
hotels should stay put indoors while maintaining regular contact with on-site
embassy teams. It has requested the Indian nationals to monitor official
updates closely.

WB CEO - PRISONS

The Chief Electoral Officer of West Bengal has ordered strict
surveillance across state prisons and correctional homes to prevent any
interference in the election process from within jail premises. The directive
mandates regular and surprise searches to thwart unauthorized
communication or the planning of political activities. To maintain security, the
granting of parole, furlough, or temporary release has been suspended until
May 6, except in extreme humanitarian cases requiring written permission
from the District Election Officer. Jail authorities must conduct daily checks
on mobile jammers and immediately repair any technical faults while
informing the district administration. Frequent searches are required to seize
mobile phones, SIM cards, cash, drugs, or other contraband. The guidelines
emphasize joint preventive measures between jail officials and the district
administration, including strict monitoring of visitors, segregation of high-risk
inmates, and close coordination with District Magistrates and
Superintendents of Police. The Election Commission has warned that any
negligence in maintaining neutrality and security will not be tolerated,
requiring all departments to submit regular compliance reports.

RBI - MONETARY POLICY

The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) will announce its bi-monthly Monetary
Policy Statement today. RBI Governor Sanjay Malhotra will announce the
decisions taken by the Monetary Policy Committee (MPC) in its first meeting
of the financial year 2026-27 at 10 this morning. Led by the RBI Governor,
the six-member MPC are deliberating on key aspects such as interest rates,
inflation outlook, and growth projections since Monday. According to
experts, RBI is likely to keep the benchmark policy repo rate unchanged at
5.25 per cent in the April monetary policy review meeting, as the West Asia
crisis is likely to push up inflation.
