The Supreme Court has asked the Central Bureau of Investigation
(CBI) to conduct a preliminary inquiry into alleged irregularities in public
contracts allotments by the Arunachal Pradesh government. The allegations
involve companies linked to Chief Minister Pema Khandu and his relatives.
The Court has given the CBI 16 weeks to submit a report. This report will
decide whether a full independent investigation is needed. The inquiry will
cover contracts awarded between January 2015 to December 2025. The
CBI can also examine contracts outside this period if required.

The Court has also directed the State and its concerned department
to cooperate with the CBI and shall make available all relevant records
within four weeks. It shall ensure that no record is destroyed. Further, the
Chief Secretary shall appoint a nodal officer within one week to coordinate
with the CBI. Petitioners allege that contracts and tenders were awarded to
firms linked to the Chief Minister, his spouse, mother, and nephew. Senior



Advocate Prashant Bhushan who appeared for the petitioner, alleged that
contracts worth one thousand 270 crores rupees were illegally allotted to
the Chief Minister's kin.
